
Many of our remaining brick chimneys 
today are prominent landmarks. 
Remnants of our once thriving 
industrial past. Some are magnificent 
examples of Victorian architecture and 
require regular inspection and 
maintenance despite no longer being 
used for their original purpose.
These slender structures can 
deteriorate very quickly once 
redundant, as vegetation, dampness 
and the British climate relentlessly 
erode, decay and rust the delicate 
fabric.
